Payments for consultant and professional services performed by government agencies related to project delivery when performed under cooperative or interagency agreement. 

Also covers: 

· Payments to government agencies on agreements

Services in connection with approved federally aided

Services that are determined to be ineligible for federal reimbursement by the FHWA must be coded 7832. 
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
