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This memorandum serves as the Division of Local Assistance (DLA) response for findings
described in the State Controller’s Offices (SCO) Proposition 1B audit of the City of Santa Maria
(City) Public Works Department dated December 17, 2015.

Audit Finding—Final Delivery Report Not Submitted to Commission within Required
Time Frame

The City failed to submit the completed Final Delivery Report to the Commission within six

months of the project becoming operable as required by Government Code Section
8879.50(f)(2).

Corrective Action

The final billings for the closeout on this project was received several months after the
construction was completed, due to a misunderstanding between the multiple agencies involved
with the funding, delivery, and closeout of this project. In a letter dated July 20, 2015, the City
assured DLA they will complete and submit future Project Delivery Reports as soon as the
construction contract is complete and accepted. In the event the closeout billings result in
changes to the final project delivery costs, the City will provide a Supplemental Project Delivery
Report with the final invoice and project closeout submittal.

It is our decision that the finding is resolved.
