The zip file is included to make it easier to send via email.  The zip file has the same files, it is recommended that the user make a copy of the zip file incase they working copy accidentally gets corrupted, or they need a fresh copy for a new job.

The zip files were run through the online virus scanning website virustotal.com  which uses 32 different virus scanning programs. The result was all clean. If a user is unsure about using this program, they can run it again for themselves 

Running the ACPay3 spreadsheet requires that the user  select “Enable Macros”, failure to do so will prevent the program from working correctly.  The macros were written by Dist 3 Construction Stafff and are password protected to prevent users from damaging the code.  The user should only run the macros using the macro buttons supplied in the program.   If a user attempts to run a macro through alternate means (other than the buttons) while the spreadsheet were on the wrong worksheet, it could compromise the integrity of the file.

This program was assembled in issued in an expedited manner.  As such, if a user finds any bugs, make a note of the location and immediately notify Pete Spector by email at pete.spector@dot.ca.gov.  To check for the latest version, the user should be able to go to the HQ’s Construction Website, or e-mail Pete directly and he will send you a zipped up file.  If / when updates are required, a summary of what was changed will be located at the bottom of the “Welcome” worksheet.

POTENTAL ISSUES

1. On a few computers, the Security setting in Excel may be set too high allow the macros to run.   If the excel files does not open up to the Welcome worksheet upon opening, it means the Macros are not working.   The user should immediately close the file, and lower the security settings.  If this occurs, with concurrence of your IT Department, go to Excel, Select Tools> Macro> Security,   then on the Security Tab lower the security setting.  Then try re-opening.  If it still fails to open,  follow the same steps but go to the Trusted Sources tab, and put a check mark in the box titled “Trust all addin…”

2. One occurrence also occurred, a use could not change the target values.  The target value fields use drop down bars to select values from.  Contact with their IT department determined that they did not have a full version of Excel loaded onto it.  If this occurs, contact Ebi Fini and he will provide more details.
