2.	 Demonstrate that Partnering is more than a single “kick-off” session; discuss your charter as well as 
your partnering maintenance program (follow-up sessions, monthly scorecard). 

3.	 Describe challenges that your team overcame as a result of the collaborative environment created 
by Partnering. 

If you’re 
completing a project, fill out the application now, before your team moves on to the next project!
