
Instructions to Search/View Caltrans A&E Contracts Advertisements
As of July 1, 2010 the Department of Transportation will no longer provide hard copy solicitation documents.  All solicitation and addenda documents issued by the Division of Procurement and Contracts will only be available through the Department of General Services, BidSync website.
If you are registered with BidSync, you will be notified of contract advertisements for the types of services you have identified when you registered with BidSync.  DPAC A&E website provides a link directly to BidSync to view advertised contracts.

 to view BidSync page "Current Bids for the Department of Transportation”.  You can also access it through provided link on DPAC/A&E website under Contract Information Section “A&E Contracts Currently Being Advertised (including Public Private Partnerships and Design Build Projects).”

· If you know the contract number select “Bid Number” in the left-hand side under Search section and Type in contract number then click the “Search” button at the bottom. Go to step 3.
· If you know the contract’s title or description select “Title & Description” in the left-hand side under Search section and Type in contract’s title or description (1 or 2 words works i.e., on-call), then click the Search button at the bottom. 
· Effective 11/5/10 Caltrans will add “A&E“ to the title of all new advertised A&E contracts. Then, you can easily find all A&E contracts as they will be near the top of the list.  

· Alternatively, you can type “SOQ” in the “description field in the Search section. Go to step 3.

You can view a solicitation by clicking on the underlined bid “Description”.  This will provide you with the basic information.  To view the entire bid solicitation/package, log in to your BidSync account by clicking the Log In button at the page bottom.

Once you have logged in, you are now able to download bid documents, advertise your firm as a "Sub Seeking Prime" under the Contractor Advertisements section, and turn on Notifications so that you can receive additional information about the bid and so on.
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
