Q1.	Will the standard consultant selection process be used or will this procurement use a pilot program for consultant selection?
 A:	Yes.  The Standard consultant selection process will be used for this procurement.
Q2.	Can we obtain an invitation for Bid (IFB) depicting contract start dates?
 A:	This is an A&E contract that follows the Request for Qualification (RFQ) Process.   The RFQ will be posted on BidSync and consutlats will have to get the information of the RFQ release through BidSync without further notifications from Caltrans.  
Q3.	Will there be a list of Primes bidding on this contract available for those attending today’s event? Where there be an opportunity for DBE’s to partner with the larger Primes?
 A:	No. We do not have a list of Primes bidding on this contract and Caltrans won’t know which Consultant will submit a proposal until we get proposals from Consultants.  The sign in sheet for today’s event will be available for everyone and it is posted at DPAC website at http://caltrans-opac.ca.gov/aeinfo.htm.  Also, a list of Potential bidders may be available in BidSync when we advertise the RFQ.
Q4.	Will there be a sign in sheet containing “Prime” potential contractors looking for SBE’s?
 A:	The sign in sheet for today’s event will be available for everyone and it is posted at DPAC website at http://caltrans-opac.ca.gov/aeinfo.htm.  However, we won’t know and we don’t have a list of Primes looking for SBE’s. You may communicate directly with other consultants through today’s event or outside contacts to see which Prime is looking for SBE’s.  
Q5.	Would pre-construction diving be a part of the monitoring work?
 A:	As of today this is not needed.  However, that may change if in the future regulatory agencies require additional work that may require diving.
Q6.	Will Caltrans provide boats? Can a DBE company bid on the contract alone?
 A:	Caltrans will not provide boats. We would expect the consultant who provides these services to have all equipments necessary to do their work.
Yes. DBE company can bid on this contract alone.  This is a qualification based contract and all qualified firms are encorunced to apply including DBE firms.
Q7.	Will the re-validations be part of this contract?
 A:	Yes. Re-validations will be part of this contract


Q8.	Is it required for the prime to be an architectural or an engineering firm?
 A:	We require the Consultant Contract Manager to be registered engineer for this Contract and for personnal to meet the minimum qualification requirements.  If the consultant is a corporation, the consultant must certify that the corporation is in good standing to do business in California Pursuant to Revenue and Taxation Code 23101, "Doing business means actively engaging in any transaction for the purpose of financial or pecuniary gain or profit.”  You can review now the SOQ Submittal Instructions and General Contract Process Information   at http://caltrans-opac.ca.gov/ae/doc/SOQ_Instructions.pdf.
