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1. Question:  For the requirement of Right of Way Engineer – Can this also be a Professional Land Surveyor?
Answer:  Yes, the Engineer requirement can be filled by a Professional Land Surveyor.
2. Question:  What is the DBE Goal?
Answer:  There will be a Disadvantaged Business Enterprise (DBE) goal for this contract.  The DBE goal is currently being evaluated and will be shown in the advertisement.
3. Question:  If a reference is no longer with the company, can we still use them on the reference check/verification memo?
Answer:  Yes.  If the reference you are providing has left the firm they were with during the time of your applicable work you may still use them as a reference.  We suggest they provide detail in their letter of who they worked for and what position they held during that time.
4. Question:  What is the CADD that will be used for these mapping projects?
Answer:  Caltrans currently requires Microstation in the DGN format; however we may be migrating to AutoCad in the future.
5. Question:  If new contracts are to be issued within the original three year span of the original (Right of Way Engineering Contract), will it require a re-compete?
Answer:  Yes, if R/W Engineering services are needed over and above contract resources there may be another contract with competitive bid.  Project-specific contracts can be advertised and procured during the period of performance for this contract.  The existing Right of Way Engineering consultant can compete for this contract.
6. Question:  If you are a firm working on the Caltrans Survey On-Call does this conflict with the Right of Way Engineering contract?
Answer:  There is no conflict of interest between the Caltrans Survey on-call and the Right of Way Engineering contract. Land Surveying services have been excluded from the Right of Way Engineering contract.  It is possible for one company to compete and be awarded both contracts.
