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Small Business Enterprise (SB), Disabled Veteran Business Enterprise (DVBE), and Disadvantaged Business Enterprise (DBE) Information:

· Caltrans Annual SB/DVBE and DBE Goals:
Small Business (SB) annual goal of 25% and Disabled Veteran Business Enterprise (DVBE) annual goal of 5% on State funded contracts.  Caltrans also has a Disadvantaged Business Enterprise (DBE) goal of 12.5% for federally funded contracts.

· [bookmark: sbelig]Small Business Certification Eligibility Requirements
· Must be independently owned and operated; 
· Cannot be dominant in its field of operation; 
· Must have its principal office located in California; 
· Must have its owners (or officers in the case of a corporation) domiciled in California; and 
· Together with its affiliates, be either: 
· A business with 100 or fewer employees, and an average annual gross receipts of $14 million or less over the previous three tax years, or 
· A manufacturer with 100 or fewer employees

· Disabled Veteran Business Enterprise Eligibility Requirements:
   	For DVBE certification purposes, a "disabled veteran" is:

· A veteran of the U.S. military, naval, or air service; 
· The veteran must have a service-connected disability of at least 10% or more; and 
·  The veteran must be domiciled in California.

· The Caltrans DVBE participation goal structure:
· Construction contracts $1 million or less will receive 5% DVBE contract goal.
· Construction contracts $1 million - $5 million will receive 3% DVBE contract goal.
· Construction contracts greater than $5 million will receive DVBE incentive up to $250,000.
· Professional services and other acquisitions will receive 5% DVBE contract goal.
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· Disadvantaged Business Enterprise (DBE) Certification Eligibility Requirements
United States citizens or lawfully admitted permanent residents who are:
· Women
· Black Americans
· Hispanic Americans
· Native Americans
· Asian-Pacific Americans
· Subcontinent Asian Americans
· Majority ownership:  at least 51 percent.
· Ownership must be real, substantial, and continuing, going beyond pro forma ownership of the firm as reflected in ownership documents.
· The owner must not have more than $1.32 million in personal net worth and the average annual gross receipts for the firm (including its affiliates) over the previous three fiscal years shall not exceed the cap of $23.98 million.
· Disadvantaged owners must enjoy the customary incidents of ownership, and share in the risks and profits commensurate with their ownership interests, as demonstrated by the substance, and not merely the form, of arrangements.
