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Use with SSP 19-910, "Material Containing Naturally Occurring Asbestos" for projects with material containing naturally occurring asbestos, and with SSP S5-280, "Project Information" with the site investigation report or the asbestos testing report listed.

5‑1.__  NATURALLY OCCURRING ASBESTOS

Naturally occurring asbestos (NOA) is present within the project limits.  Material containing NOA is material that has an asbestos content of 0.25-percent or greater as defined in California Code of Regulations Section 93105 "Asbestos Airborne Toxic Control Measure for Construction, Grading, Quarrying, and Surface Mining Operations."  This measure is also applicable when work is located in ultramafic rock or serpentine.
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The Contractor shall handle, transport, and dispose of material containing NOA in accordance with "Material Containing Naturally Occurring Asbestos" of these special provisions.
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The Contractor shall notify the Engineer at least 14 days before beginning work that disturbs material containing NOA.  A copy of the Air Pollution Control District (APCD) notification and exemption, if appropriate, obtained by the Contractor shall be maintained at the project site and shall be made available during construction.  The Contractor shall also provide a copy of the APCD notification and exemption, if approved, to the Engineer.

4*.  Edit for tested sites.  Include the title of the appropriate naturally occurring asbestos investigation document.

The complete site investigation report, titled ________________________, is available for inspection as specified in "Project Information" of these special provisions.
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After the Contractor has completed the handling and placement of material containing NOA in accordance with these special provisions as approved by the Engineer, the Contractor will have no responsibility for the material in place.  The Department will not consider the Contractor a generator of the hazardous material.  Further cleanup, removal, or remedial actions for the material containing NOA will not be required.

6*.  Add or delete agencies as applicable.  Insert the RWQCB region number and name and the DTSC region number.  For 7I add the name and use either Air Pollution Control District as it reads or change to Air Quality Management District.

The Contractor shall excavate, reuse, and dispose of material containing hazardous levels of NOA in accordance with the rules and regulations of the following agencies:
