GUIDANCE FOR SSP 14-11.09 – TREATED WOOD WASTE
BACKGROUND

Consult with your district hazardous waste technical specialists for assistance when using this SSP.

Treated wood waste (TWW) is generated when posts along metal beam guard railing, thrie beam barrier, piles, or roadside signs are removed.  These wood products are typically treated with preserving chemicals that protect against insect attack and fungal decay.  These chemicals may be hazardous (carcinogenic) and include, but are not limited to, arsenic, chromium, copper, creosote, and pentachlorophenol.  The Department of Toxic Substances Control (DTSC) requires that TWW either be disposed of as a hazardous waste, or if not tested, the generator may presume that TWW is a hazardous waste (to avoid the time and expense involved in completing laboratory testing) and manage the waste by Alternative Management Standards (AMS).  The AMS are described in the California Code of Regulations, Title 22, Division 4.5, Chapter 34.  The AMS lessen storage requirements, extend accumulation periods, allow shipments of presumed hazardous waste TWW without manifests and registered hazardous waste haulers, and permit disposal at specific non-hazardous waste landfills.  Please note that treated wood that is disturbed but is not considered a waste, must not be recycled or salvaged off of the project site.  
USEAGE


This specification is used whenever treated wood will be removed as part of the project.  It directs the Contractor to follow the AMS including providing training to all personnel that may come in contact with TWW.  This training, must include, at a minimum, safe handling, sorting and segregating, storage, labeling (including date), and proper disposal methods.  
For projects that will generate more than 10,000 lbs (4,536 kilograms) of TWW per calendar year, DTSC must be notified within 30 days of exceeding this weight threshold.  Notification must include the name and mailing address of the generator, Generator Identification Number, date that the 10,000 lb limit was or is expected to be exceeded, the weight of the TWW as measured by the receiving facility, and the name and address of the receiving facility. The Engineer requests this number from DTSC and files an electronic form available on DTSC’s webpage for TWW.  DTSC will then forward a copy to the Board of Equalization (BOE), who in turn, sets up an administrative record.  The BOE will bill the Engineer for generator fees by weight of TWW up to one year after the project is complete.  The RE should retain enough funds in their contingency funds to cover the BOE generator fees. Office Engineer (OE) has set up a BEEs item, 066915 – “BOE TWW Generation Fee” for holding of funds until Caltrans is billed by the BOE.   Refer to Table 1 below for estimates of BOE fees (each year DTSC posts updated fee information on their website – dtsc.ca.gov).  Table 2 can be used to estimate the number of TWW posts of varying sizes that will produce the 10,000 lb limit. 

Records must be kept for three years from the date of the last waste shipment.  TWW can be shipped off-site by a hauler with a shipping document, bill of lading, or invoice serving as documentation. If less than 10,000 lbs (4,536 kg) of TWW is generated per calendar year, a Generator Identification Number is not required.

If there is limited space or no areas to temporarily store TWW on the job site, it may be transferred to a remote consolidation site owned by Caltrans, such as a maintenance facility, or a location that meets all of the requirements in 22 CCR Division 4.5, Chapter 34, Section 67386.7 c.  If a maintenance facility is expected to be used be sure to get approval for this from District Maintenance during Design and document this for the RE.
BID ITEMS


Use the following bid item:

141120 - Treated Wood Waste This bid item is always used with 14-11.09.  We don’t have historical cost data for 141120 because it is a relatively new bid item.  District 4 has contacted TWW disposal facilities in their area to get estimated costs and developed a conservative estimate of 10 cents per pound for a Marin-Sonoma Narrows project.  District 6 also developed an estimate of 10 cents per pound for a Central Region project with the following information and assumptions:

Disposal Cost (American Avenue Disposal Site) = $22.65 per ton = $0.0113 per pound

Assumed the following:

1-Ton Truck @ $30.70/hr

Trailer @ $6.52/hr

Laborer (2) @ $45.23/hr

Overhead @ 5%

Profit @ 15%

Two trips from the Project Site to the Landfill plus travel time for Truck (9 hours)

Used 35% Contingency and the total cost per pound came to $0.09 which was rounded up to $0.10 per pound.

Costs in other areas will vary depending on the disposal facilities available and the trucking distance to the facility.  To develop an estimate for a specific job, contact a few of the facilities approved to accept TWW nearest to the project to get disposal costs.  The facilities are found on DTSC's list of disposal facilities that are permitted to accept TWW:

Be sure to include trucking costs in your estimate.  The TWW disposal facilities may provide trucking services themselves.  If not they may be able to refer you to trucking firms in the project area to get estimates for the trucking costs.
To hold funds for the BOE fee when the project will generate more than 10,000 pounds of TWW in a calendar year use bid item: 
066915 – BOE TWW Generation Fee This fee is billed directly to Caltrans and paid by Caltrans, not the Contractor.  As such this supplemental work item is a “State Furnished Material.”
