GUIDANCE FOR SSP 14-11.10 – DISPOSAL OF ELECTRICAL EQUIPMENT REQUIRING SPECIAL HANDLING
BACKGROUND

California law requires special handling of electrical waste such as ballasts containing polychlorinated biphenyl (PCB) and fluorescent or mercury tubes, bulbs, and lamps.  
PCB disposal is regulated by U.S. EPA under TSCA and Part 761, Title 40 of the Code of Federal Regulations (40 CFR Part 761).  PCB wastes are also regulated as hazardous waste by DTSC under the Health and Safety Code (HSC) and Title 22 of the California Code of Regulations (22 CCR).  All PCB wastes must be packaged in a PCB approved container marked, “Contains PCBs” and transported with a  Hazardous Waste Manifest.  PCB wastes must be shipped by an authorized PCB or hazardous waste transporter with a proper manifest to an appropriately permitted disposal facility. 
Waste fluorescent or mercury tubes, bulbs, and lamps are considered Universal Wastes under California Code of Regulations, Title 22, sections 66273.1 through 66273.90.  These are wastes that are generated by everyone, hence the term “Universal” and the management requirements are more relaxed than those for hazardous wastes.  However Universal Wastes can adversely impact public health and the environment if not properly managed and therefore must be disposed of at appropriately permitted facilities.  
USEAGE

SSP 14-11.10 is used when the project will include disposal of ballasts containing polychlorinated biphenyl (PCB) or fluorescent or mercury tubes, bulbs, and lamps.  Before PS&E, the District must determine if PCB management is included in the work.  The purpose of SSP 14-11.10 is to notify the Contractor that electrical wastes requiring special handling will be present on the job.  

SSP 14-11.10 is not used for HPS and LPS lamps because these lamps do NOT require special handling.

BID ITEMS
No bid items are added with this specification.  Payment for handling, transport, and disposal is included in the prices paid for the related electrical work and no additional bid items are needed.
