Thenk you for your lelter of April 11, 2014 informing us of the protest bid letrer (dated March 13, 2014)
issued by Water Rock Construction for Contract 04-497104 of which Innovative Construction Solution
solutions is the apparent low bidder. 'We have reviewed the igsues raised by Water Rock and have our
responses, listed below for your consideration.

1) ICS lists Remedy Engineering Inc. to provide "DRILLING, SURVEYING, WELL LOGGING,
SAMPLING, REPORTING". However, according to the California Contractors wabsita, Remady
Engineering is not a loensed C-57 dvilling contractor

Remedy Engincering will subcontract the required well drilling services to Fisch Environmental
(License No, 683865). A review of the CSLB database shows the C-57 license for Fisch ls
current and active. A copy of Remedy’s quote to ICS, listing Fisoh as the drilling subcontractor,
was provided to Caltrans on March 27, 2014.

Remedy Engineering is peoviding ICS with a turnkey package as it relates to all well work. They
will provide direct oversight of the well drilling activities and will work closely with the Fisch
while performing the well logging and surveying activities. It should be noted that Fisch installed
the existing site air-sparge wells AS-1, AS-2, and AS-3. Pisch's sitc knowledge will benefit the
execution of this contract, including the modifications to the aforementioned sir-sparge wells.

A review of the bid document shows that such information presented, comectly and in its entirety,
for Remedy Engincering, mccts the requirements of Public Contract Code Section 4100.
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2) ICS bid unit price for ltem 6 is $26/ton. This bid prices is unbalanceé because it is far too low to
reasonably cover the costs lo generate, stockpile, sample, analyze, profile, load, transport and
dispose of soil from Leggett into a Class 2 landfill, whera the nearest Class 2 landfill Is in the

greater San Francisco Bay area, a distance over 150 miles.
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Bid Jtem. 6 js titled “Structuro Excavation (Petroleum-Tmpacted Soil). The rate provided by ICS
for this work is complete and balanced to the scope defined by the Notice to Bidder
speoifications. Our price includes the cost of excavation and soil management of the subject
“petroleum impacted soil”, The other tasks listed by the protest letter, namely “sample, analyza,
load, transport and dispose of as Class 2 soil” wete not defined in Bid Item 6 and were captured
within our bid estimate in other cost categorles.

We do not feel that any of these protest items bear any fruit under review. The bid submitted by ICS
is baianced and comprehensive and meets all the requirements of the specifications. Our
recommencation is that the protest be rejected and the award of contract proceed with ICS.
