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Use when there are 2 or more types of contractor's licenses eligible to bid on the project, AND each license type contractor would normally perform 30 percent, or more, of the work with that contractor's own forces.

Designate, as specialty items, only those items which would not normally be done by any of the possible prime contractors.

When SSP S5-420 is reqd on projects w/only Federal funds  Delete Para 3 of SSP S5-400 or SSP S5-405, as applicable, and insert SSP S5-420 in its place.

When SSP S5-420 is reqd on projects w/only State funds, having no goals, insert SSP S5-420 after Para 2 of SSP S5-414 as applicable.

When SSP S5-420 is reqd on projects w/only State funds, having goals, insert SSP S5-420 between Paras 2 & 3 of SSP S5-418 as applicable.

The first sentence in the third paragraph of Section 8‑1.01, "Subcontracting," of the Standard Specifications shall not apply.
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The Contractor shall perform with the Contractor's own organization contract work amounting to not less than 30 percent of the original total contract price, except that any designated "Specialty Items" may be performed by subcontract and the amount of "Specialty Items" so performed may be deducted from the original total contract price before computing the amount of work required to be performed by the Contractor with the Contractor's own organization.
