Temporary erosion control shall conform to the provisions for erosion control in Section 20‑3, "Erosion Control," of the Standard Specifications and these special provisions.

Attention is directed to "Water Pollution Control" of these special provisions.

3*.  Insert the beginning and ending dates of the winter season to define the period that Temporary Erosion Control will be applied.

Temporary erosion control work shall consist of applying erosion control materials to embankment slopes, excavation slopes and other areas designated on the plans.  Temporary erosion control work shall be completed in the designated areas during the period starting ______ and ending _____, or within _____ days after an area becomes inactive during this period as defined in "Water Pollution Control" of these special provisions.

MATERIALS

Materials shall conform to the provisions in Section 20‑2, "Materials," of the Standard Specifications and the following:

5*.  Use Para 5 or Para 6 when commercial fertilizer other than 16‑20‑0 per the Standard Specifications is required.  Delete both Paras if 16‑20‑0 is to be used.  Use and edit when the SSP for permanent erosion control specifies the commercial fertilizer to be used.

Commercial fertilizer for temporary erosion control shall conform to the provisions specified for commercial fertilizer in "Erosion Control (Type ___)" of these special provisions.

6*.  Edit for commercial fertilizer required.

Commercial Fertilizer

Commercial fertilizer shall conform to the provisions in Section 20‑2.02, "Commercial Fertilizer," of the Standard Specifications and shall have a guaranteed chemical analysis of __ percent nitrogen, __ percent phosphoric acid and __ percent water soluble potash.

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Stabilizing emulsion shall be in a dry powder form, may be reemulsifiable, and shall be a processed organic adhesive.

Temporary erosion control materials shall be applied in __ separate applications in the following sequence:

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MEASUREMENT AND PAYMENT

Temporary erosion control work will be measured by the square meter or hectare {square yard or acre}, whichever is designated in the contract item.  The quantity of temporary erosion control to be paid for by the square meter or hectare {square yard or acre} will be calculated on the basis of actual or computed slope measurements.
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Items of temporary erosion control work will be either paid for at the contract price per square meter or hectare {square yard or acre} for temporary erosion control, whichever is involved in the temporary erosion control work and designated in the contract items.

15*.  Add "Water Pollution Control Program" if SSP 07-340 is used OR "Storm Water Pollution Prevention Plan" if SSP 07-345 is used.

Temporary erosion control placed at locations other than as shown on the project plans or directed by the Engineer, in conformance with the Contractor's _________________________, will not be measured and will be paid for as specified in "Water Pollution Control" of these special provisions.
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No adjustment of compensation will be made for any increase or decrease in the quantities of temporary erosion control required, regardless of the reason for the increase or decrease.  The provisions in Section 4‑1.03B, "Increased or Decreased Quantities," of the Standard Specifications shall not apply to temporary erosion control.
