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Use when temporary cover is to be applied over bare soil to protect from erosion due to rainfall impact or wind.

Limit use of this SSP to project conditions that require erosion/sediment control measures.  Examples are: local permit requirements, specified mitigation measures, unique site conditions or environmentally sensitive areas located within the limits of construction.

Consider using SSP 07-350 or SSP 07–370 as an alternative for this special provision.

Clearly designate on the plans areas to which temporary mulch is to be applied.

Bonded fiber matrix can be used as an alternative to temporary erosion control blankets, or SSP 07-390.

Insert in Section 10-1.  DO NOT USE in Section 10‑2.

10‑1.__  TEMPORARY MULCH

Temporary mulch shall conform to the provisions for mulch in Section 20‑4, "Highway Planting," of the Standard Specifications and these special provisions.
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Temporary mulch shall consist of applying mulch at the rate specified herein to excavation slopes, embankment slopes and other areas shown on the plans.  Temporary mulch shall extend to the edge of retaining walls, dikes and paving, and to within 1.2 m {4 feet} of the flow line of unpaved drainage ditches.
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Attention is directed to "Water Pollution Control" of these special provisions.
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MATERIALS

Materials shall conform to the provisions in Section 20‑2, "Materials," of the Standard Specifications and the following:

5.  Paras 5 thru 14: Select one type of mulch to be used.  Delete Paras of mulch not chosen.

Mulch

Mulch shall be woody material consisting of chipped, shredded or ground green materials such as shrubs, tree trimmings or clean processed wood products.  Deleterious materials such as rocks, glass, plastics, metals, clods, weeds, weed seeds, coarse objects, sticks larger than the specified particle size, salts, paint, petroleum products, pesticides or other chemical residues that would be harmful to plant or animal life shall not exceed 0.1 percent of the mulch by volume.  Chipping shall include shredding, grinding or any other method used to reduce mulch materials to the specified size.  At least 85 percent of the mulch, by volume, shall conform to either the particle size specified for wood chips or to the particle size specified for shredded bark in Section 20‑2.08, "Mulch," of the Standard Specifications.

6.  Use when composting of green materials is required to kill weed seeds.

Mulch

Mulch shall be woody material consisting of chipped, shredded or ground green materials such as shrubs, tree trimmings or clean processed wood products.  Deleterious materials such as rocks, glass, plastics, metals, clods, weeds, weed seeds, coarse objects, sticks larger than the specified particle size, salts, paint, petroleum products, pesticides or other chemical residues that would be harmful to plant or animal life shall not exceed 0.1 percent of the mulch by volume.  Chipping shall include shredding, grinding or any other method used to reduce mulch materials to the specified size.  At least 85 percent of the mulch, by volume, shall conform to either the particle size specified for wood chips or to the particle size specified for shredded bark in Section 20‑2.08, "Mulch," of the Standard Specifications.  Materials shall be composted and have reached an internal temperature of 56°C {133° F} for a minimum of 15 consecutive days.  During the composting process the compost shall have been turned a minimum of 5 times.
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Mulch

Mulch shall be tree bark.
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Mulch

Mulch shall be wood chips.
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Mulch

Mulch shall be shredded bark consisting of a mixture of shredded bark and wood.
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Mulch

Mulch shall consist of either wood chips or tree bark, or a combination of both.
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Mulch

Mulch shall be wood chips.  Wood chips produced from tree trimmings may contain leaves and small twigs.
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Mulch

Mulch shall be hydraulically applied recycled paper.
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Mulch

Mulch shall be a bonded fiber matrix, consisting of a hydraulically applied system of long strand residual wood fibers joined together by a high-strength non-toxic adhesive to create a continuous, biodegradable, 3-dimensional blanket that adheres to the soil surface to form a bonded fiber matrix.  The system shall be applied to the soil as a viscous mixture, which, upon drying, creates a high-strength, porous and erosion-resistant mat.  Upon drying, the matrix shall not inhibit the germination and growth of plants in and beneath the layer.  The matrix shall retain its form despite re-wetting.

14.  Use when removed plant material is reduced to chips and the chipped material is disposed of within the right of way.

Mulch

Plant material that has been reduced to chips, as provided in "Clearing and Grubbing" elsewhere in these special provisions, may be substituted for mulch.
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APPLICATION

Temporary mulch shall be applied as follows:

15A*thru 15D*.  Select type of application based on material to be used. Refer to Appendix C, CD25(1) in the Planning and Design Staff Guide of the Caltrans Storm Water Quality Handbooks for recommended depths or application rate for the specified mulch type.  Delete Paras for application of materials not chosen and reletter remaining Paras.

A.
Mulch shall be applied at the rate of _____ tonnes {_____ tons} per hectare {acre) based on slope measurements and shall be spread uniformly.

B.
Mulch shall be applied at a uniform depth of _____ mm {_____ inches}.

C.
Hydraulic mulch shall be applied at the rate of _____ tonnes {_____ tons} per hectare {acre) based on slope measurements and spread uniformly by hydro-seeding equipment.

D.
Bonded fiber matrix shall be applied at the rate of _____ tonnes {_____ tons} per hectare {acre) based on slope measurement.  It shall be mixed into a liquid slurry and shall pass a free liquid quality control test.  The binder shall not dissolve or dispense upon watering.  The matrix shall have no holes greater than one millimeter {0.04‑inch} in size.  The matrix shall have no gaps between the product and the soil.  The matrix shall have a minimum water holding capacity of 10 L/kg {1.2 gallons per pound).  The matrix shall have no germination growth inhibiting factors and shall not form a water impermeable crust.  The matrix shall be comprised of materials which are 100 percent biodegradable.  The bonded fiber matrix shall not be applied immediately before or during rainfall.
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MEASUREMENT AND PAYMENT

Temporary mulch will be measured and paid for by the cubic meter{cubic yard) in the same manner specified for mulch in Section 20‑4.09, "Measurement," and Section 20‑4.10, "Payment," of the Standard Specifications.

17*.  Add "Water Pollution Control Program" if SSP 07-340 is used OR "Storm Water Pollution Prevention Plan" if SSP 07-345 is used.

Temporary mulch placed at locations other than as shown on the project plans or directed by the Engineer, in conformance with the Contractor's _________________________________, will not be measured and will be paid for as specified in "Water Pollution Control" of these special provisions.
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No adjustment of compensation will be made for any increase or decrease in the quantities of temporary mulch required, regardless of the reason for the increase or decrease.  The provisions in Section 4-1.03B, "Increased or Decreased Quantities," of the Standard Specifications shall not apply to temporary mulch.
