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Use when applicable.  Add to SSP 15-010.

REMOVE CONTRAST TREATMENT

Contrast treatment shall be removed as shown on the plans or where designated by the Engineer.

2

Contrast treatment shall be removed in the same manner specified for removing traffic stripes and pavement markings in Section 15‑2.02B, "Traffic Stripes and Pavement Markings," of the Standard Specifications.

Use Para 3 & 4 only where high volume or high speed traffic exists.

3

Where blast cleaning is used for the removal of contrast treatment or for removal of objectionable material, and the removal operation is being performed within 3 m {10 feet} of a lane occupied by public traffic, the residue including dust shall be removed immediately after contact between the sand and the surface being treated.  The removal shall be by a vacuum attachment operating concurrently with the blast cleaning operation.

Nothing in these special provisions shall relieve the Contractor from the responsibilities provided in Section 7‑1.09, "Public Safety," of the Standard Specifications.

The area of contrast treatment to be removed will be measured by the square meter {square foot}.
