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Use when applicable.

10‑1.__  CLEARING AND GRUBBING

Clearing and grubbing shall conform to the provisions in Section 16, "Clearing and Grubbing," of the Standard Specifications and these special provisions.

Paras 2 thru 6: Use when a maximum amount of vegetation is to be protected.

2.  

Vegetation shall be cleared and grubbed only within the excavation and embankment slope lines.

3

At locations where there is no grading adjacent to a bridge or other structure, clearing and grubbing of vegetation shall be limited to 1.5 m {5 feet} outside the physical limits of the bridge or structure.

4

Existing vegetation outside the areas to be cleared and grubbed shall be protected from injury or damage resulting from the Contractor's operations.

5

Activities controlled by the Contractor, except cleanup or other required work, shall be confined within the graded areas of the roadway.

6

Nothing herein shall be construed as relieving the Contractor of the Contractor's responsibility for final cleanup of the highway as provided in Section 4‑1.02, "Final Cleaning Up," of the Standard Specifications.

7.  Use ONLY when SSP 19-200 is included in "Earthwork" and there is an item for clearing and grubbing.

Vegetable growth from clearing and grubbing operations may be disposed of in embankments in conformance with the provisions in "Earthwork" of these special provisions.
