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(Para 2 was revised;  Instructions for use of SSP and instructions for all paragraphs were revised.)  

Use when applicable.  Add to SSP 20‑350.

If more than one type of mulch is required for the project, call out the types such as MULCH TYPE I and MULCH TYPE II.  Assign a temporary 6‑digit number with alpha character for the contract item codes.

Paras 1 thru 6, use when green material is to be used and delete Paras 7 thru 11.

Mulch (Green Material)

Mulch shall be woody material.  Woody materials shall consist of chipped, shredded or ground green materials such as shrubs, tree trimmings or clean processed wood products.

Deleterious materials such as rocks, glass, plastics, metals, clods, weeds, weed seeds, coarse objects, sticks larger than the specified particle size, salts, paint, petroleum products, pesticides or other chemical residues that would be harmful to plant or animal life shall not exceed 0.1‑percent of the mulch volume.  Chipping shall include shredding, grinding or other methods used to reduce mulch materials to the specified size.

3.  Use when processed materials are required.  Processing green material is done to reduce pathogens and weed seed within the mulch, not to change the particle size of the mulch.  Delete Para 4 when Para 3 is used.

Green materials shall be processed and have reached an internal temperature of 56°C {133° F} for a minimum of 15 consecutive days.  During the processing period, the green material shall have been turned a minimum of 5 times.

4.  Use when additional processing of green materials is required.  The additional 90‑day curing process required for green material shown below is not readily available statewide.  Use this Para with caution.  A number of suppliers do not process the material to this extent or charge so much for the green material treated in this manner that there is no cost savings.  Check with suppliers before using this Para.  Delete Para 3 when Para 4 is used.

Green material shall be processed and have reached an internal temperature of 56˚C {133° F} for a minimum of 15 consecutive days.  During the processing period, the green material shall have been turned a minimum of 5 times and shall have been cured for 90 days thereafter.

Paras 5 and 6, use only one of the Paras to specify the size of green material and delete the other Para.
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Green material shall have a particle size conforming to the provisions for wood chips in Section 20‑2.08, "Mulch," of the Standard Specifications.

Green material shall have a particle size conforming to the provisions for shredded bark in Section 20‑2.08, "Mulch," of the Standard Specifications.

Paras 7 thru 11, use when green material is NOT required, specify type of mulch material and delete remaining Paras, including Paras 1 thru 6.

Mulch for plant basins shall be green material, tree bark, wood chips, shredded bark, either wood chips or tree bark or a combination of both.  Wood chips produced from tree trimmings may contain leaves and small twigs.

Mulch for mulch areas shall be green material, tree bark, wood chips, shredded bark, either wood chips or tree bark or a combination of both.  Wood chips produced from tree trimmings may contain leaves and small twigs.
