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Use when anchors are required for pipe supply line and sprinkler control conduits on structures.  Add to SSP 20-600.

Use this SSP 20-601 for pipe supply line and electrical conduits 100 mm {4 inches} or less in diameter.

A Letter of Approval for each PS&E submittal is required from the Office of Structure Maintenance and Investigations when this SSP is used.  The letter is mandatory and the project will be delayed until the letter is received by the Division of Office Engineer.

PIPE AND CONDUIT ANCHORS

Anchors used to attach galvanized steel pipe supply lines and sprinkler control conduits (electrical conduits) to the exterior surfaces of concrete structures and walls shall consist of metal straps and anchoring devices.  Metal straps shall be made of steel and shall be fabricated to the details and dimensions shown on the plans.  Anchoring devices shall consist of resin capsule anchor bolts or mechanical expansion stud anchors.  Anchors shall conform to the provisions in Section 75‑1.03, "Miscellaneous Bridge Metal," of the Standard Specifications.

2.  Use when pipe supply lines are to be installed vertically and add a new pipe anchor detail.  The standard Type I and II Anchor details will not work for this type of installation.

When galvanized steel pipe supply lines and conduits are installed vertically on a structure for a distance of 0.6‑m {2 feet} or more, but less than 3 m {10 feet}, an anchor shall be installed at the top and bottom of the pipe within 150 mm {0.5‑foot} of the elbows.  Vertical distances of 3 m {10 feet} or more shall have anchors installed at 3 m {10 feet} on centers unless otherwise shown on the plans.  Anchors used to support vertically installed pipe and conduit shall be installed as shown on the plans.
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Holes for anchorage devices shall conform to the following:

A.
Holes shall not be drilled closer than 150 mm {0.5‑foot} to the edge of a concrete structure.

B.
Holes shall be drilled with drills approved by the Engineer.

C.
Holes shall be relocated if reinforcing steel is encountered.  Abandoned holes shall be filled with portland cement concrete mortar conforming to the provisions in Section 51‑1.135, "Mortar," of the Standard Specifications.

D.
Holes shall be drilled to a minimum depth of 8 times the diameter of the anchor bolt or stud anchor.
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Full compensation for installing anchors and for attaching galvanized steel pipe supply lines and sprinkler control conduits to exterior surfaces shall be considered as included in the contract lump sum price paid for control and neutral conductors and no additional compensation will be allowed therefor.
