10‑1.__  ASPHALT CONCRETE

Asphalt concrete shall be Type B and shall conform to the provisions in Section 39, "Asphalt Concrete," of the Standard Specifications and these special provisions.

Asphalt concrete shall be produced from commercial quality asphalt and aggregates.  The spreading and compacting provisions in Section 39‑6.02, "Spreading," and Section 39‑6.03, "Compacting," of the Standard Specifications will not apply.

The asphalt concrete shall conform to the following requirements:

A.
Asphalt concrete shall be produced at a central mixing plant.

3B*.  Include maximum aggregate size and grading.

B.
Aggregate shall conform to the _____ mm {_____ inch}, Maximum, _____ grading conforming to the provisions in Section 39‑2.02, "Aggregate," of the Standard Specifications.

C.
The amount of asphalt binder to be mixed with the aggregate shall be between 4 percent and 7 percent by mass of the dry aggregate as determined by the Engineer.  The fifth through eighth paragraphs in Section 39‑3.03, "Proportioning," of the Standard Specifications shall not apply.

3D.  Use when patching, etc.

Spreading and compacting shall be performed by methods that will produce an asphalt concrete surfacing of uniform smoothness, texture, and density.

3E.  Use when on traveled way.

Asphalt concrete shall be spread in one operation with a self-propelled spreader ready for compaction without further shaping.

F.
Compaction shall be performed with a tandem roller weighing not less than 7.2 tonnes {8 tons}.

G.
The finished surface shall meet the straightedge provisions in Section 39‑6.03, "Compacting," of the Standard Specifications.

4.  Use when paint binder is NOT required.
