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Use when applicable and when reinforced concrete pipe (RCP) is a separate pay item.

When reinforced concrete pipe (RCP) is to be installed in a corrosive environment, refer to Highway Design Manual for instructions.

10‑1.__  REINFORCED CONCRETE PIPE

Reinforced concrete pipe shall conform to the provisions in Section 65, "Reinforced Concrete Pipe," of the Standard Specifications and these special provisions.
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Where embankment will not be placed over the top of the pipe, a relative compaction of not less than 85 percent shall be required below the pipe spring line for pipe installed using Method 1 backfill in trench, as shown on Standard Plan A62D.  Where the pipe is to be placed under the traveled way, a relative compaction of not less than 90 percent shall be required unless the minimum distance between the top of the pipe and the pavement surface is the greater of 1.2 m {4 feet} or one half of the outside diameter of the pipe.
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Except as otherwise designated by classification on the plans or in the specifications, joints for culvert and drainage pipes shall conform to the plans or specifications for standard joints.
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When reinforced concrete pipe is installed in conformance with the details shown on Revised Standard Plan A62DA, the fifth paragraph of Section 19‑3.04, "Water Control and Foundation Treatment," of the Standard Specifications shall not apply.

When solid rock or other unyielding material is encountered at the planned elevation of the bottom of the bedding, the material below the bottom of the bedding shall be removed to a depth of 1/50 of the height of the embankment over the top of the culvert, but not less than 150 mm {6 inches} nor more than 300 mm {12 inches}.  The resulting trench below the bottom of the bedding shall be backfilled with structure backfill material in conformance with the provisions in Section 19‑3.06, "Structure Backfill," of the Standard Specifications.

6.  Include funds in the Engineer's Estimate under Supplemental Work for excavation and backfill below the bottom of the bedding.

The excavation and backfill below the planned elevation of the bottom of the bedding will be paid for as extra work as provided in Section 4‑1.03D, "Extra Work," of the Standard Specifications.
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The Outer Bedding shown on Revised Standard Plan A62DA shall not be compacted prior to placement of the pipe.
