Include SSP S8-M81 in Section 8 to require UV protection.

Underdrains at bridge abutments and wing walls ____________________________________________ shall conform to the provisions in Section 68‑1, "Underdrains," of the Standard Specifications and these special provisions.

Attention is directed to the section "Engineering Fabrics" of these special provisions.

Welded steel covers conforming to the provisions in Section 68‑1.023, "Underdrain Outlets and Risers," of the Standard Specifications, shall be installed on underdrains terminating under ground.

4*.  Edit to conform to the project.

Permeable material used at bridge abutments and wing walls and at _________________ shall be placed in horizontal layers and thoroughly consolidated along with and by the same methods specified for structure backfill in Section 19‑3, "Structure Excavation and Backfill," of the Standard Specifications.  Ponding and jetting of permeable material or structure backfill adjacent to permeable material will not be permitted.

At the option of the Contractor, Class 1 or Class 2 permeable material shall be used.  Filter fabric shall be placed between Class 1 permeable material and backfill or soil.  No filter fabric will be required with Class 2 permeable material.

6*.  Insert type of structure backfill.

At the option of the Contractor, permeable material may be substituted for structure backfill material when the required width of backfill material adjacent to the neat lines of the permeable material as shown on the plans is approximately 300 mm {one foot} or less.  The quantity of permeable material substituted for structure backfill material will be measured and paid for by the cubic meter {cubic yard} as structure backfill ( _______________ ).

7*.  Edit size, type, thickness, and any special coating of underdrain pipe to agree with the plans and use the same designation in the Engineer's Estimate.

Underdrains used at bridge abutments and wing walls and at ____________________ will be measured and paid for at the contract price per meter {linear foot} for 200-mm perforated steel pipe underdrain (1.63-mm thick) {8" perforated steel pipe underdrain (0.064‑inches thick)}.

8*.  When more than one class of permeable material is required in the project, the class of permeable material shall be noted on the plans and listed in the Engineer's Estimate.

Permeable material used at bridge abutments and wing walls and at ______________________, except when substituted for structure backfill material, will be measured and paid for by the cubic meter {cubic yard} for the class of permeable material (bridge) shown in the Engineer's Estimate.

Full compensation for filter fabric when required shall be considered as included in the contract price paid per cubic meter {cubic yard} for permeable material (bridge) or structure backfill ( ___________ ) and no additional compensation will be allowed therefor.
