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USE WITH 2006 STANDARDS.

Use when exterior wood surfaces are to be painted.  Recycled Latex Paint is an allowable alternative when used on timber or wood surfaces.

8‑1.__  PAINT (RECYCLED)

Paint shall conform to the provisions in Section 91, "Paint," of the Standard Specifications and these special provisions.

The first paragraph of Section 91‑3.02, "Paint, Latex‑Base for Exterior Wood, White and Tints," of the Standard Specifications shall not apply.

3

The provisions in the first paragraph of Section 91‑3.02, "Paint, Latex-Base for Exterior Wood, White and Tints," of the Standard Specifications covers a ready-mixed paint for use on wood surfaces subject to outside exposures.  This paint shall conform to the requirements in Federal Specification TT‑P‑96 (latest edition) or to Federal Specification TT‑P‑2846, Type II, Grade A, (November 23, 1993).

Federal Specification TT‑P‑2846, "Paint, Latex (Recycled with Post‑Consumer Waste)," shall be changed as follows:

A.
In Paragraph 2.1, under "Federal Standards," add the following: "FED‑STD‑595 - Colors used in Government Procurement."

B.
Revise Paragraph 3.1, Materials to read: "3.1 Materials.  The paint shall contain post‑consumer latex paint waste in the quantities specified in Table I.  The term post‑consumer shall be as defined in 40 CFR Part 247 and in Section 6.4."

C.
In Paragraph 3.1.1, "Prohibited Materials," change the following.  In line 3 replace the phrase "mercury in excess of 10 parts per million" with the phrase "mercury in excess of 50 parts per million for Types I and III or 100 parts per million for Type II."

D.
Add the following paragraphs:

6.4 Definitions.

6.4.1 Post‑consumer material.  A material or finished product that has served its intended use and has been discarded for disposal or recovery, having completed its life as a consumer item.  "Post‑consumer material" is a part of the broader category of "recovered material."

6.4.2 Recovered materials.  Waste materials and byproducts which have been recovered or diverted from solid waste, but such term does not include those materials and byproducts generated from, and commonly reused within, an original manufacturing process.
