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USE WITH 2006 STANDARDS.

Use when all the concrete to be removed is included in the Engineer's Estimate.  Add to SSP 15‑010.

REMOVE CONCRETE

Concrete, where shown on the plans to be removed, shall be removed.

2.  Delete if there is NO broken concrete slope protection on the project.

Broken concrete resulting from removal of concrete shall be used to construct broken concrete slope protection in conformance with the provisions in "Broken Concrete Slope Protection" of these special provisions.

3.  Use when remove concrete is paid for by the cubic yard.

The pay quantities of concrete to be removed will be measured by the cubic yard, measured before and during removal operations.

4.  Use when remove concrete is paid for on a lump sum basis.  Sufficient information or details must be included on the plans for the bidder to determine the quantity involved.

Remove concrete will be paid for on a lump sum basis.

5*.  Use when remove concrete is paid for by the linear foot.  Edit as appropriate.

Removing concrete curb, concrete barrier, and concrete sidewalk will be measured by the linear foot, measured along the curb, barrier or sidewalk before removal operations.

6.  Use when concrete removed is to be disposed of outside the highway right of way.

Concrete removed shall be disposed of outside the highway right of way in conformance with the provisions in Section 7‑1.13, "Disposal of Material Outside the Highway Right of Way," of the Standard Specifications.
