Use with SSP 20-030 Erosion Control (Punched Straw), or SSP 20-040 Erosion Control (Hydroseed), or SSP 20-041 Erosion Control (Bonded Fiber Matrix), or SSP 20-047 Erosion Control (Polymer Stabilized Fiber Matrix).

Recommended for use on large projects extending through a rainy season and using SSP 07‑345.
Use when the intent is to have the Contractor apply the erosion control right after "substantial completion" of the areas to receive erosion control.  The number of move‑in/move‑outs are to be estimated by determining the phased scheduled "substantial completions" of the areas to receive erosion control.  Recommend three move‑in/move‑outs to six move‑in/move‑outs per rainy season.  Move‑in/move‑out should be excluded in the price calculation for the erosion control item(s) requiring move-in/move-out (Erosion Control).
Use item code 203026, Move-In/Move-Out (Erosion Control).
10‑1.__  MOVE‑IN/MOVE‑OUT (EROSION CONTROL)

Move‑in/move‑out (Erosion Control) shall include moving onto the project when an area is ready to receive erosion control as determined by the Engineer, setting up all required personnel and equipment for the application of erosion control materials and moving out all personnel and equipment when erosion control in that area is completed.

Quantities of move‑in/move‑out (Erosion Control) will be determined as units from actual count as determined by the Engineer.  For measurement purposes, a move‑in followed by a move‑out will be considered as one unit.

The contract unit price paid for move‑in/move‑out (Erosion Control) shall include full compensation for furnishing all labor, materials (excluding erosion control materials), tools, equipment, and incidentals and for doing all the work involved in moving in and removing from the project all personnel and equipment necessary for application of erosion control (Punched Straw, Hydroseed, Bonded Fiber Matrix, Polymer Stabilized Fiber Matrix), as shown on the plans, as specified in the Standard Specifications and these special provisions, and as directed by the Engineer.

No adjustment of compensation will be made for any increase or decrease in the quantities of move‑in/move‑out (Erosion Control) required, regardless of the reason for the increase or decrease. The provisions in Section 4‑1.03B, "Increased or Decreased Quantities," of the Standard Specifications shall not apply to the item of move‑in/move‑out (Erosion Control).
