When a compost application is required along with Erosion Control (Drill Seed) use SSP 20-055 Erosion Control (Compost Blanket) or SSP 20-056 Compost (Incorporate).  DO NOT include compost in SSP 20-050.

When a commercial fertilizer, or organic fertilizer, or straw, or straw and tackifier application is required along with Erosion Control (Drill Seed) use SSP 20-040 Erosion Control (Hydroseed).  DO NOT include commercial fertilizer, organic fertilizer, straw, or tackifier in SSP 20-050.

Use with SSP 20-001 Erosion Control (Sequencing) when more than one erosion control treatment type is specified.

Show erosion control (Drill Seed) areas on the plans with call outs for area measurements in square yards or acres.  If multiple seed mixes are used, identify on the plans as "Erosion Control (Drill Seed) (Type 1), "Erosion Control (Drill Seed) (Type 2)," etc..

This work includes removing and disposing of weeds and drilling seed in erosion control (Drill Seed) areas shown on the plans.

Comply with Section 20‑3, "Erosion Control," of the Standard Specifications and these special provisions.

The Engineer will designate the ground location of all erosion control (Drill Seed) areas in increments of one acre or smaller by directing the placing of stakes or other suitable markers.  Furnish all tools, labor, materials, and transportation required to adequately indicate the various erosion control (Drill Seed) locations.

MATERIALS

4. Use for seed specified elsewhere.  When used, delete Paras 5 thru 10.  Edit for the type of erosion control.

Comply with "Erosion Control (________)" of these special provisions.

5.  Use Paras 5 thru 10 when seed is NOT specified elsewhere in the special provisions.  When used, delete Para 4.

Seed

Seed not required to be labeled under the California Food and Agricultural Code must be tested for purity and germination by a seed laboratory certified by the Association of Official Seed Analysts or by a seed technologist certified by the Society of Commercial Seed Technologists.  Measure and mix individual seed species in the presence of the Engineer.

Seed must not contain more than 1.0 percent total weed seed by weight.

7.  Use this Para only on projects of a sensitive nature, e.g. mitigation site, where specific weed seed of major concern is likely to be found in erosion control seed specified.  List a maximum of three.  Do not insert names of prohibited noxious weeds listed in 3 CA Code of Regs §3854.

Deliver seed to the job site in unopened separate containers with the seed tag attached.  Containers without a seed tag attached are not accepted.  The Engineer will take a sample of approximately one ounce or 0.25 cup of seed for each seed lot greater than 2 pounds.

9.  Insert seed names, germination and application rates in the table.  Increase or decrease rows in table as required.  Do NOT edit column headings.  Percent germination shown in the table may be 10 percent less than the published rates.  Do NOT list short-lived seed.  Do not underline text in the table.  Pounds of pure live seed in the table must be shown to no more than one decimal place.
When more than one seed mix is required, revise the seed mix table to "Seed (Type 1)," and add additional "Seed" tables as required, e.g. "Seed (Type 2)," etc..

Show superscript numbers at the end of the "Botanical Name/(Common Name)" to match all applicable requirements shown at the bottom of the table.  Delete all superscript numbers and text that does not apply.  Reorder superscript numbers when necessary.

When specific seed requirements are specified at the bottom of the table confirm availability and any seasonal requirements for the seed specified.

EQUIPMENT

Seeding equipment must be a rangeland drill seeder with a ring roller attached.  The seeder must be equipped with a fluffy seed box with agitators to prevent bridging and clogging.  The seed box must have metal row dividers and individual box adjustment to meter seed flow.

CONSTRUCTION

Site Preparation

Immediately prior to applying seed to erosion control (Drill Seed) areas, trash and debris and weeds must be removed.

13

Removed weeds must be disposed of in conformance with the provisions in Section 7‑1.13, "Disposal of Material Outside the Highway Right of Way," of the Standard Specifications.

Application

14.  Indicate the distance from the edge of pavement that is not to be seeded.

Do not seed a strip __ feet wide adjacent to the edge of pavement.

Erosion control (Drill Seed) must be applied as follows:

Edit for seed depth, normally 3/16 to 1/2 inch.

Drill seed in rows at a maximum distance of 8 inches apart.  Drill seed to a depth of _____ inches.

Edit for narrow planting areas, replace "3" with "2."

A minimum of 3 passes in different directions with seeding equipment is required to distribute the seed and reduce uniform row appearance.

MEASUREMENT AND PAYMENT

Erosion control (Drill Seed) will be measured by the square yard or acre, whichever is designated in the Engineer's Estimate.  The area will be calculated on the basis of actual or computed slope measurements.

17

The contract price paid per square yard or by the acre for erosion control (Drill Seed) includes full compensation for furnishing all labor, materials, tools, equipment, and incidentals, and for doing all the work involved in erosion control (Drill Seed) complete in place, as shown on the plans, as specified in the Standard Specifications and these special provisions, and as directed by the Engineer.
