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USE WITH 2006 STANDARDS.

Add to SSP 20‑500.

Areas to be planted to Turf shall be shown on the plans.

If a large area of turf is to be seeded, revise this SSP 20‑504 or use an erosion control SSP as necessary, and use the heading "TURF (SEED)".

Use SSP 20‑454 for cultivating areas to be planted to sod.

TURF (SOD)

Turf (sod) shall be placed on the areas shown on the plans as "Turf."

2*.  Verify that the seed mixture specified is available in sod form.

Sod shall be a mixture of _______ varieties, in equal proportions, of _________________ and shall be healthy field grown sod containing not more than 1/2 inch thick thatch.  The age of the sod shall be not less than 8 months or more than 16 months.

3

Sod shall be grown in conformance with California agricultural codes.  The sod shall be free from disease, weeds, insects, and nondesirable types of grasses and clovers.  Soil upon which the sod has been grown shall contain less than 50 percent silt and clay.

4

Sod shall be machine cut at a uniform soil thickness of 5/8 inch ± 1/4 inch, not including top growth and thatch.

5

A Certificate of Compliance for the sod shall be furnished to the Engineer in conformance with the provisions in Section 6‑1.07, "Certificates of Compliance," of the Standard Specifications.

6

Sod shall be protected with tarps or other protective covers during delivery and shall not be allowed to dry out during delivery or prior to placement.

7

Areas to be planted to sod shall be cultivated in conformance with the provisions in "Cultivate" of these special provisions.

8

Weeds and debris shall be removed before cultivation and shall be disposed of in conformance with the provisions in Section 7‑1.13, "Disposal of Material Outside the Highway Right of Way," of the Standard Specifications.

9.  Add "TURF (SOD)" to the Plant List and include application rates for soil amendment and commercial fertilizer.

Soil amendment and commercial fertilizer shall be applied at the rates shown on the plans and in conformance with the provisions in "Cultivate" of these special provisions.

10.  Edit as required for project.

After cultivation, installation of irrigation systems, and excavation and backfilling of plant holes are completed, areas to be planted to sod shall be fine graded and rolled.  Areas to be planted to sod shall be graded to drain and shall be smooth and uniform prior to placing sod.  Areas to be planted to sod adjacent to sidewalks, concrete headers, header boards, and other paved borders and surfaced areas shall be 1‑1/2 inches ± 1/4 inch below the top grade of the facilities, after fine grading, rolling, and settlement of the soil.

Sod shall be placed so that the ends of adjacent strips of sod are staggered a minimum of 2 feet.  Edges and ends of sod shall be placed firmly against adjacent sod and against sidewalks, concrete headers, header boards, and other paved borders and surfaced areas.

12

After placement of the sod, the entire sodded area shall be lightly rolled to eliminate air pockets and to ensure close contact with the soil.  After rolling, the sodded areas shall be watered so that the soil is moistened to a minimum depth of 4 inches.  Sod shall not be allowed to dry out.

13

If irregular or uneven areas appear before or during the plant establishment period, these areas shall be restored to a smooth and even appearance.

14*.  Edit as required.

When the turf (sod) has reached a height of ___ inches the turf shall be mowed to a height of ___ inches.  Turf (sod) edges, including edges adjacent to sidewalks, concrete headers, header boards, and other paved borders and surfaced areas, shall be trimmed to a uniform edge not extending beyond the edge of turf or the facilities.  Mowed and trimmed growth shall be removed and disposed of in conformance with the provisions in Section 7‑1.13, "Disposal of Material Outside the Highway Right of Way," of the Standard Specifications.  Trimming shall be repeated whenever the edge of turf exceeds one inch.

Delete Paras 15, 16, & 17 when Highway Planting is paid for on a lump sum basis.

15

Sod placed on areas shown on the plans as "Turf" will be measured and paid for by the square yard as turf (sod).

16.  Edit if cultivation, soil amendment or commercial fertilizer are be paid for separately or if there is no plant establishment work.

The contract price paid per square yard for turf (sod) shall include full compensation for furnishing all labor, materials (including commercial fertilizer and soil amendment), tools, equipment, and incidentals, and for doing all the work involved in placing turf (sod), including cultivating, grading, and rolling areas planted to turf (sod), mowing and trimming the turf (sod), and disposing of mowed material until the start of the plant establishment period, complete in place, as shown on the plans, as specified in the Standard Specifications and these special provisions, and as directed by the Engineer.

17.  Edit as required or delete if the items are included in item of turf (sod).

Cultivation, soil amendment and commercial fertilizer (granular) for turf (sod) will be measured and paid for as separate contract items in conformance with these special provisions.

18.  Use when there is an item for plant establishment work.

Mowing and trimming turf (sod) and disposing of mowed material, during the plant establishment period, will be paid for in conformance with the provisions in "Plant Establishment Work" of these special provisions.
