Standard Special Provision Update

2006 SSPs used with 2006 Standard Plans:

S1-020, Amendments to the Standard Specifications, approved 11-07-08.  This revision updates the following sections:

Section 0, Global Revisions

Section 2, Bidding

Section 3, Contract Award and Execution

Section 7, Legal Relations and Responsibility

Section 12, Construction Area Traffic Control Devices

S5-690, Fire Plan, approved 11-07-08.  This revision corrects an instruction that referenced an old subparagraph number.

S5-760, Environmentally Sensitive Area, approved 11-07-08.  This revision includes minor corrections to text and instructions to minimize NSSP generation.  Style, language, and format were also changed.

07-346, Construction Site Management, approved 11-07-08.  This revision adds the following lead instruction:  "Use in all projects."

07-490, Temporary Drainage Inlet Protection, approved 11-07-08.  This revision revises the instructions to include only the Standard Plans NSPs required for the contract in the project plan sheets.  Other formatting errors were corrected throughout.

12-370, Portable Changeable Message Signs, approved 11-07-08.  This revision (1) updates the SSP to current industry standards and standards contained in the California Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices; (2) adds definition of useable shoulder area, certificate of compliance, placement requirements, and various message display and operating parameters; (3) specifies minimum character height of 18 inches and 12 inches under definite shoulder conditions; and (4) updates pay clauses.
12-410, Temporary Railing, is cancelled 11-07-08.  This SSP is not needed; all temporary railing requirements are covered by the Standard Specifications.

19-601, List of approved systems for MSE walls, approved 11-07-08.  This revision updates contact information for various earth retaining wall systems.

37-050, Fog Seal Coat, approved 11-07-08.  This revision changes the lead instructions to specify when to include this specification.  The instructions were rendered inaccurate with the rewrite of Section 39.

51-800, Refinishing Bridge Decks, approved 11-07-08.  This revision corrects references to Section 95, Epoxy, and adds requirements to cut existing dowels 1 inch below bridge deck and coat them with zinc rich primer.

86-370, Telephone Bridge, is cancelled on 11-07-08.  This equipment is not longer available.

86-450, Traffic Monitoring Station, is cancelled on 11-07-08.  This is now a contractor-furnished assembly; SSP 86-335 covers all the requirements.
