4.  Use in the high desert climate region and the mountain climate regions and delete Para 3.  Refer to the Pavement Climate Map on the Pavement website at:

Concrete for ramp termini must contain not less than 635 pounds of cementitious material per cubic yard.

5.  Use in the high desert climate region and the mountain climate regions, otherwise delete.

Change 4 percent to 6 percent if project is within the high desert or high mountain climate regions.

Add air-entraining admixture in compliance with Section 90-4, "Admixtures," of the Standard Specifications to attain an air content of 4 ± 1.5 percent in the freshly mixed concrete.
