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Section 15-2.07E. Use for modifying slotted pipe by extending the grate.

Replace section 15-2.07E with:
15-2.07E  Modify Slotted Pipe Grate
15-2.07E(1)  General
Section 15-2.07E includes specifications for modifying slotted pipe by extending the grate.
The grate slot extension must continue over any discontinuities in the existing slots.
15-2.07E(2)  Materials
Grate slot extensions and appurtenances must comply with section 75-1.02, except you may use any of the materials specified for steel bars, plates, and shapes in section 75-1.02A. Galvanize grate slot extensions and appurtenances under section 75-1.05.
Mechanical expansion anchors must comply with section 75-1.03C.
Heel guards must comply with section 66-2.
15-2.07E(3)  Construction
Remove existing heel guards before installing the grate slot extension.
For heel resistant grates on slotted plastic pipe drains, saw cut and remove a 1-3/4-inch-wide portion of the existing grate, centered over the pipe, for the length of the grate slot extension.
Center the extension above the existing slotted grate and align the cross bar spacers of the extension with the cross bar spacers of the existing slotted grate.
For slotted corrugated steel pipe, remove only enough existing pavement to allow the tabs to inset into the pavement to align the grate slot extension directly over the existing slotted grate.
Install the grate slot extension before placing the HMA or concrete pavement. Cover the slot extension with a heavy-duty tape or other authorized covering during placement of pavement to prevent material from entering the slots. Reset the slot extension if it becomes dislodged or misaligned during paving operations.
Tack weld the heel guard to the slot extension at every spacer bar. Repair damage to galvanized surfaces under section 75-1.05.
15-2.07E(4)  Payment
Modify slotted pipe grate is measured along the centerline of the slotted pipe and parallel with the slope line.
