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Section 83-3. Use for Type 60P, 60AP, and 60PR concrete barriers.

Add to the end of section 83-3.02B(1):
Construct Type 60P, 60AP, and 60PR concrete barriers of minor concrete, except the maximum size of aggregate used for extruded or slip formed concrete barrier must be no larger than 3/4 inch and no smaller than 1/2 inch, and the concrete must contain not less than 675 pounds of cementitious material per cubic yard.
Grout used to fill sign posts and post pockets in Type 60P, 60AP, and 60PR concrete barriers must comply with section 51-1.02G.
Replace Reserved in section 83-3.03A(1):
[bookmark: _GoBack]For Type 60P, 60AP, and 60PR concrete barriers, construct the sign post under section 82-3 except:
1.	Immediately before placing a sign post in a post pocket:
1.1.	Clean out the post pocket and thoroughly saturate it with water.
1.2.	Remove all free water and dry the post pocket to a saturated surface-dry condition.
2.	Place grout instead of minor concrete into the post pocket and insert the post. Ensure that grout on the inside and outside of the post is even with the bottom of the post drain hole. If grout blocks the post drain hole, unblock the hole by removing the excess grout. Do not retemper the grout.
3.	Immobilize the post and cure the grout for at least 3 days using the curing compound method or by keeping the surface continuously damp.
