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Section 84-2. Use two-component painted traffic stripes and pavement markings on roadways where (1) light-to-moderate snow plowing is required and (2) abrasion-resistant striping is required.

Add to the end of the 1st paragraph of section 84-2.02F:
1. Use slow-curing epoxy traffic paint if a no-track time from 45 to 75 minutes at 77 degrees F and excellent abrasion resistance are required.
The paint must be slow-curing epoxy traffic paint.
2. Use fast-curing epoxy traffic paint if a no-track time from 15 to 20 minutes at 77 degrees F and good abrasion resistance are required.
The paint must be fast-curing epoxy traffic paint.
3. Use very-fast-curing polyurea traffic paint if a no-track time of less than 10 minutes at 77 degrees F and moderate abrasion resistance are required.
The paint must be very-fast-curing polyurea traffic paint.

Add between the 5th and 6th paragraphs of section 84-2.03C(3)(b):
4. Insert the required thickness and application rate from the following table:
