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Section 84-4. Use audible traffic stripe system to provide enhanced visibility and proved audible and vibratory indication to the driver when the vehicle passes over the striping.

Do not use in areas where routine snow plowing will be performed.

84-4.01  GENERAL
84-4.01A  Summary
1
Section 84-4 includes specifications for applying audible traffic stripe system.
84-4.01B  Definitions
2
audible traffic stripe system: Traffic stripe system that consists of a base stripe with raised audible bumps at regular intervals.
84-4.01C  Submittals
3
Submit a certificate of compliance, including the manufacturer’s instructions, for the audible traffic stripe system to be used.
84-4.01D  Quality Assurance
4
Before starting the permanent application of audible traffic stripe system, apply a test stripe of the system on roofing felt or other suitable material in the presence of the Engineer. The test section must be at least 50 feet in length.
84-4.02  MATERIALS
5
The audible traffic stripe system must be on the Authorized Material List for audible traffic stripe systems.
6
The color of the audible traffic stripe system must comply with ASTM D6628.
84-4.03  CONSTRUCTION
7
Do not apply the audible traffic stripe system until authorized.
8
Apply the audible traffic stripe system under the manufacturer’s instructions.
9
The base stripe thickness must be a minimum of 110 mils from the surface of the road. The raised audible bump must have a height of at least 375 mils above the pavement surface and length of at least 2.5 inches.
10
The audible bumps must be applied on the base stripe at a minimum distance of 30 inches and maximum distance of 36 inches from each other.
84-4.04  PAYMENT
11
The payment quantity for traffic stripe system is the length measured along the line of the traffic stripe system without deductions for gaps in the broken traffic stripe.
12
A double audible traffic stripe system consisting of two 4-inch-wide stripes is measured as 2 traffic stripes.
