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Use when Environmentally Sensitive Area (ESA) is shown on the plans for preservation of archeological sites, existing vegetation, biological habitat protection, or other.  Exact locations for fencing to be determined by the Engineer in cooperation with appropriate environmental staff.  Place a note in the RE Pending file directing the Engineer to consult with Environmental to confirm boundaries and to obtain guidance for or assistance with staking operation, or to grant access within the ESA.

Include SSP 07-446 Temporary Fence (Type ESA) if field delineation is required.

5‑1.__  ENVIRONMENTALLY SENSITIVE AREA

An environmentally sensitive area (ESA) shall consist of an area within and near the limits of construction where access is prohibited or limited for the preservation of archeological site or existing vegetation, or protection of biological habitat as shown on the plans.  The Engineer will determine the exact location of the boundaries of the ESA.  No work shall be conducted within the ESA.

Attention is directed to Section 7—1.01 "Laws to be Observed," and Section 7—1.04 "Permits and Licenses," of the Standard Specifications regarding State and Federal regulations, permits, or agreements which pertain to an ESA.

3.  Use when temporary fence (Type ESA) is required.

Prior to beginning work, the boundaries of the ESA shall be clearly delineated by the placement of temporary fence (Type ESA).

4.  Use when temporary wildlife exclusion fence is required.  Edit as required.

Prior to beginning work, temporary wildlife exclusion fence shall be clearly delineated and installed adjacent to and outside of the boundaries of ESA.

5*.  Edit as needed.  The following text may be added: “Limited access to an ESA may be allowed for _____________ when approved in writing by the Engineer.  No other access will be allowed within an ESA.” Edit to allow limited access by the Contractor for biological monitoring, water sampling, collection of native plant material, release of encroaching wildlife, etc.

Vehicle access, storage or transport of materials or equipment, or other project related activities are prohibited within the boundaries of ESA.
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The Contractor shall mitigate damage or impacts to the ESA caused by the Contractor's operations, at the Contractor's expense.  If the Engineer determines mitigation work will be performed by others, or if mitigation fees are assessed the Department, deductions from moneys due or to become due the Contractor will be made for the mitigation costs.
