A change to the work as a direct result of the Contractor's planned operations that would cause work activities to fall under the requirements of the Tunnel Safety Orders, and that has not been shown on the plans or specified in these special provisions shall be reason for suspension of the work.  The Contractor shall notify the Engineer not less than 20 days prior to worker exposure to a facility meeting the definition of a tunnel or shaft as described in Sections 8403 or 8405 of the Tunnel Safety Orders.  The Department will obtain additional location classifications as may be necessary to allow the work to proceed.

The Contractor shall prominently post a notice of the classification and any special orders, rules, special conditions, or regulations at the tunnel work site, and all personnel shall be informed of the classification.

At least 7 days prior to beginning work covered by these provisions, the Contractor shall submit the name of the person designated as the on-site Safety Representative to the Engineer along with proof of certification by the Division of Occupational Safety and Health as having met the requirements of Section 8406 of the Tunnel Safety Orders of the California Code of Regulations.
