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Use ONLY when there is a high likelihood of damage to BPA from freezing.

Add to SSP 20-600.

1.  Edit "new and existing" to fit project.

BACKFLOW PREVENTER ASSEMBLY BLANKET

Backflow preventer assembly blankets on new and existing backflow preventer assemblies shall be furnished and installed as shown on the plans and in conformance with these special provisions. 

2*.  Insert a minimum R-value (2.1 K m2/W or 5.1 K m2/W), AND insert a color (green or brown) for the outer fabric.

At the Contractor's option, blankets shall be vinyl coated or polymeric resin coated polyester fabric.  Blanket insulation shall have a minimum R‑value of _____.  The outer fabric of the blankets shall be _____ and UV, water, mildew and flame resistant.

3.  Use for blankets installed on backflow preventer assemblies inside of an enclosure, otherwise delete.

Blankets installed on backflow preventer assemblies with an enclosure shall have a securing mechanism using zippers, Velcro, grommets, snaps or buttons or a combination thereof.

4.  Use for blankets installed on backflow preventer assemblies outside of an enclosure, otherwise delete.  Use SSP S8-M10 State Furnished Materials when Para 4 is used.

Blankets installed on backflow preventer assemblies without an enclosure shall have a securing mechanism capable of accepting a padlock.  Padlocks will be State‑furnished.  Attention is directed to "State‑furnished Materials" of these special provisions.
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Blankets shall be sized and installed in conformance with the manufacturer's instructions.  One copy of the manufacturer's instructions shall be furnished to the Engineer.

Delete Paras 6, 7, & 8 when Irrigation System Cost Break-Down is used in SSP 20-201 or 20-202.  Include backflow preventer assembly blanket in the Cost Break-Down.

6.  Use when there IS a separate contract item for backflow preventer assemblies and blankets are NOT to be installed on existing backflow preventer assemblies.  Delete Paras 7 & 8 when Para 6 is used.
Full compensation for backflow preventer assembly blanket shall be considered as included in the contract unit price paid for various sizes of backflow preventer assemblies involved and no separate payment will be made therefor.

7.  Use Paras 7 & 8 when there is no separate contract item for backflow preventer assemblies or when blankets are to be installed on existing and proposed backflow preventer assemblies.  Delete Para 6 when Paras 7 & 8 are used.

The quantity of backflow preventer assembly blankets to be paid for will be measured by the unit as determined from actual count in place.
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The contract unit price paid for backflow preventer assembly blanket shall include full compensation for furnishing all labor, materials, tools, equipment, and incidentals, and for doing all the work involved in backflow preventer assembly blanket, complete in place, as shown on the plans, as specified in the Standard Specifications and these special provisions, and as directed by the Engineer.
