1.  25-mm steel rod shall be used in lieu of cable when the cable is in contact with soil.

10‑1.__  CABLE ANCHORAGE SYSTEM

Cable anchorage systems for pipe downdrains shall be installed as shown on the plans and in conformance with the provisions in Section 69-1.02C, "Anchor Assemblies," of the Standard Specifications and these special provisions.

Cables, welded steel eyes, steel rods, turnbuckles, thimbles, cable clamps, and anchor plates shall conform to the provisions for similar materials in Section 83-1.02B, "Metal Beam Guard Railing," of the Standard Specifications.

3

Steel pipes shall conform to the provisions for similar materials in Section 56–1.02E, "Pipe Posts," of the Standard Specifications.

4

Concrete anchors shall be constructed of Class 4 concrete conforming to the provisions in Section 90-1.01, "Description," of the Standard Specifications.

Use Paras 5 & 6 OR Para 7.

5

Cable anchorage systems will be measured by the meter along the pipe downdrain.

6

The contract price paid per meter for cable anchorage system shall include full compensation for furnishing all labor, materials, tools, equipment, and incidentals, and for doing all of the work involved in furnishing and installing cable anchorage systems, complete in place, as shown on the plans, as specified in the Standard Specifications and these special provisions, and as directed by the Engineer.

7.  Use when there are less than 5 anchorage systems on the project.  If there are 5 or more systems, an item must be added to the Engineer's Estimate.

Full compensation for the cable anchorage systems shall be considered as included in the contract price paid per meter for the size and type of pipe downdrain involved and no separate payment will be made therefor.
