10-1.155 TEMPORARY STREAM DIVERSION

Temporary stream diversion shall be furnished, installed, maintained, and later removed at the locations shown on the
approved Storm Water Pollution Prevention Plan (SWPPP) in conformance with "Water Pollution Control" of these special
provisions, and in conformance with these special provisions.

Temporary stream diversion shall be one of the water pollution control practices for non-storm water management
control. The Storm Water Pollution Prevention plan shall include the use of temporary stream diversion.

Temporary stream diversion shall conform to the requirements of Clear Water Diversion (NS-5) in the "Construction
Site Best Management Practices (BMPs) Manual" and addenda thereto issued up to, and including, the date of advertisement
of the project. Copies of the Manual may be obtained from the Department of Transportation, Material Operations Branch,
Publication Distribution Unit, 1900 Royal Oaks Drive, Sacramento, California 95815, Telephone: (916) 445-3520, and may
also be obtained from the Department's Internet website at: http://www.dot.ca.gov/hg/construc/stormwater/manuals.htm.
