This addendum is being issued to the contract for construction on State highway in LASSEN COUNTY IN
SUSANVILLE FROM QUARRY STREET TO ROUTE 395.

Submit bids for this work with the understanding and full consideration of this addendum. The revisions declared in this
addendum are an essential part of the contract.

Bids for this work will be opened on November 15, 2006.
This addendum is being issued to revise the Notice to Contractors and Special Provisions.
In the Special Provisions the following special notice is added:

"The specifications for this project require the production of asphalt-rubber binder. The Air Quality
Management District must approve the production and placement of asphalt-rubber binder and rubberized
asphalt concrete, in addition to the Operating Permits required to produce asphalt concrete. Air Quality
Management Districts have stopped production of these products due to failure to obtain necessary
approvals."

In the Special Provisions, Section 9 is revised as follows:

“SECTION 9. DESCRIPTION OF BRIDGE WORK

Structure work consists, in general, of placing polyester concrete for the following bridge:
SUSAN RIVER BRIDGE (Br. No. 07-0033)"

In the Special Provisions, Section 5-1.12, "Compensation Adjustments for Price Index Fluctuations,
the first paragraph is revised as follows:

"The provisions of this section shall apply only to the following contract items:

ITEM CODE ITEM
390126 ASPHALT CONCRETE (TYPE G) "
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In the Special Provisions, Section 10-1.01, "Order of Work," the following is added:

"The first order of work shall be to place the order for the traffic signal equipment. The Engineer shall
be furnished a statement from the vendor that the order for the traffic signal equipment has been received
and accepted by the vendor.

The uppermost layer of new pavement shall not be placed until all underlying conduits and loop
detectors have been installed.

Prior to commencement of the traffic signal functional test at any location, all items of work related to
signal control shall be completed and all roadside signs, pavement delineation, and pavement markings
shall be in place at that location."”

In the Special Provisions, Section 10-1.18, "Rubberized Asphalt Concrete (Type G)," subsection "Paving Asphalt," the
first paragraph is revised as follows:

"The grade of paving asphalt to be used in the asphalt-rubber binder shall be Grade PG 64-16
conforming to the provisions in Section 92, "Asphalts,” of the Standard Specifications and these special
provisions."

To Proposal and Contract book holders:

Inquiries or questions in regard to this addendum must be communicated as a bidder inquiry and must be
made as noted in the NOTICE TO CONTRACTORS section of the Notice to Contractors and Special
Provisions.

Indicate receipt of this addendum by filling in the number of this addendum in the space provided on the
signature page of the proposal.

Submit bids in the Proposal and Contract book you now possess. Holders who have already mailed their
book will be contacted to arrange for the return of their book.

Inform subcontractors and suppliers as necessary.
