This addendum is being issued to the contract for construction on State highway in EL DORADO COUNTY 4.0 MILES EAST OF 
ICE HOUSE ROAD AT ALDER CREEK ROAD. 

 
Submit bids for this work with the understanding and full consideration of this addendum.  The revisions declared in this addendum 

are an essential part of the contract. 
 
Bids for this work will be opened on April 30, 2008. 
 

This addendum is being issued to revise the Notice to Contractors and Special Provisions and the Federal 
Minimum Wages with Modification Number 7, dated April 4, 2008. 
 
In the Special Provisions, Section 10-1.01 "ORDER OF WORK," the ninth paragraph is revised as follows: 
 
"At the end of each working day if a difference in excess of .15 foot exists between the elevation of the existing pavement and the 

elevation of excavations within 8 feet of the traveled way that is not separated from the public traffic by temporary railing (Type K), 
material shall be placed and compacted against the vertical cuts adjacent to the traveled way.  During excavation operations, native material 
may be used for this purpose; however, once placing of the structural section commences, structural material shall be used.  The material 
shall be placed to the level of the elevation of the top of existing pavement and tapered at a slope of 4:1 (horizontal:vertical) or flatter to the 
bottom of the excavation.  Full compensation for placing the material on a 4:1 slope, regardless of the number of times the material is 
required, and subsequent removing or reshaping of the material to the lines and grades shown on the plans shall be considered as included 
in the contract price paid for the materials involved and no additional compensation will be allowed therefor.  No payment will be made for 
material placed in excess of that required for the structural section." 

 
In the Special Provisions, Section 10-1.11 "MAINTAINING TRAFFIC," Chart No. 1 and Chart No. 2 are replaced with those 

attached.

Inquiries or questions in regard to this addendum must be communicated as a bidder inquiry and must be made as 
noted in the NOTICE TO CONTRACTORS section of the Notice to Contractors and Special Provisions.

Submit bids in the Proposal and Contract book you now possess.  Holders who have already mailed their book will be 
contacted to arrange for the return of their book.
