In the Special Provisions, Section 10-1.07, "MAINTAINING TRAFFIC," in the Lane Closure Charts No's. 1-52, the term "Auxiliary," is deleted.

In the Special Provisions, Section 10-1.07, "MAINTAINING TRAFFIC," Lane Closure Chart No. 20 is replaced as attached.

In the Proposal and Contract, the Engineer’s Estimate Item 2 is deleted as attached.
