Under the new Stewardship and Oversight Agreement executed on September 4, 2007, FHWA's
oversight responsibilities were changed from what they were in prior years. To reflect this
change, theterms*Full Oversaght” and “Exempt” related to federal oversight were dropped and
replaced with the terms “High Profile’ and “Delegated” respectively. For projectsthat are
identified as“High Profile”, aHigh Profile Project Agreement will be required to be executed
between FHWA and the Department. The agreement will identify specific items that FHWA will
have approval authority over and aso items whereby the approva authority will be delegated to
the Department. 1t is necessary to identify High Profile Projects (HPP) and FHWA
Approva/Involvement early in the Project Identification (Planning)/Initiation (PID) Phase of the
project. However, the HPP identification processisto be applied during and in between each
phase of the project asillustrated in the following flowchart.

The HPP determination will be made at the Cdltrans District level in conjunction with FHWA.
Therefore, Cdtrans current method of project identification and/or initiation will be the basisfor
determining HPPs with afew additiona steps phased into the process. The criteriafor HPPs
include:

To specify payment for one item as included in another bid item, write:

No entry is
made for other measurements. Full compensation should be in one bid
item. If this is not possible, enter "items of work involved" and delete

used in 2, and delete the word "per."

4. Enter the exact bid item that is to include payment for work written in 1.

5. Enter "separate payment will be made" if the work in 1 is usually a
separate bid item; otherwise, enter "additional compensation will be
allowed."

Add the full compensation pay clause to the specification for the bid item.
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TRANSFER PAY CLAUSE
To specify payment for one item of work as another bid item, write:

NO ADJUSTMENT CLAUSE

For a bid item with a relatively small quantity, a clause may be added so that the unit
price is not adjusted for a change in the item quantity. Do not use this clause for a
lump sum item.

Specification does not apply.
