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Use for soldier pile retaining walls.

Verify that the use of timber treatment is in accordance with Fish and Game requirements.  Check project permits prior to final editing; some treatments may not be allowed.

Check with Estimating to determine availability of treated timber.

Insert in the special provisions as 57-700.

10-1.__  TIMBER LAGGING

Timber lagging shall conform to the details shown on the plans and the provisions in Sections 57, "Timber Structures," and 58, "Preservative Treatment of Lumber, Timber and Piling," of the Standard Specifications and these special provisions.

2.  If required, put a clause in "Order of Work" making ordering timber lagging a first order of work.  If not required delete this paragraph.

Attention is directed to the section, "Order of Work," in these special provisions regarding timber lagging.

3

All timber members shall be preservative treated Douglas fir of the grades shown on the plans.  Timber members shall be full sawn to the dimensions shown on the plans.

4

Preservative treatment shall conform to AWPA Use Category System: UC4B, Commodity Specification A, except that chromated copper arsenate shall not be used.

5.  Delete this para when para 6 is used.

Timbers 100 mm thick or less shall be installed with a 10 mm gap between lagging members except where shown on the plans.  Timbers greater than 100 mm thick shall be installed with a 13 mm gap between lagging members except where shown on the plans.

6.  Use when there is a concrete facing shown on the plans.

Timbers shall be installed with mortar-tight joints.
