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Add when new steel is to be galvanized and when paint removal, welding at connections to existing steel, or holes in cross frames ARE NOT required.

Use with  Br. Ref. Spec. 50PSST and SSPs 15‑020, 15‑025 and 59‑520.

Insert in the special provisions as 75-502.

Para 1, add to the miscellaneous metal list in SSP 75‑500 and delete here.  Edit to agree with plans and to be consistent with Para 4 of 50PSST.

Miscellaneous metal (bridge) shall consist of ducts, brackets, straps, posts, fasteners, and grout caps for prestressing steel girders.

2

Ducts for prestressing shall be galvanized Schedule 40 steel pipe conforming to the requirements in ASTM Designation: A 53 or galvanized rigid steel conduit conforming to UL Publication 6 for Rigid Metallic Conduit.

3

Galvanizing for rigid steel conduit or steel pipe will be tested in conformance with the requirements in ASTM Designation: A 239.  Adjacent sections of steel conduit or pipe shall be connected with galvanized standard pipe couplings.

4

Loose dirt and dust shall be washed from existing contact surfaces of high strength bolted connections without disturbing the existing paint.

5.  Add supplemental funds to estimate for cleaning and painting, containment system, furnishing protective work clothing and access to hygiene facilities for State personnel, surface preparation debris handling, including testing, hauling, treatment, disposal fees and local taxes, and work area monitoring.

Cleaning and painting of existing contact surfaces of high strength bolted connections that contain rust, loose paint or other foreign substances, except loose dirt and dust, will be considered as extra work as specified in Section 4‑1.03D, "Extra Work," of the Standard Specifications.  Cost to repair damage to existing painted surfaces caused by the Contractor's operations shall be borne by the Contractor.

Ducts for prestressing shall be terminated in an adapter at least 25 mm away from each end anchorage bracket to provide for girder shortening during stressing.  Joints in the ducts and at adapters shall not leak during grouting operations.  Tape, clamps or other devices used outside the ducts or adapters to prevent leaks shall be removed after grouting and shall become the property of the Contractor.

7

Full compensation for washing existing contact surfaces shall be considered as included in the contract price paid per kilogram for miscellaneous metal (bridge) and no additional compensation will be allowed therefor.
