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Use with either SSP 15-305 or 14-001 if grinding residue will contain high lead concentration yellow paint.  Contact district hazardous waste specialist for assistance.

If existing cover is less than 38 mm, a new protective polymer overlay should be placed.

Plans must show chip seal to be removed.

REMOVE CHIP SEAL

General

1

This work includes removing existing bituminous chip seals, bituminous slurry seals, and polymer chip seals from bridge decks by grinding.

Construction

2

Remove the seal from the deck by grinding under Section 42-2, "Grinding," of the Standard Specifications.  Remove at most 6 mm of concrete deck surface.

3

Dispose of grinding residue under Section 7-1.13, "Disposal of Material Outside the Highway Right of Way," of the Standard Specifications.

Measurement and Payment

4

The contract price paid per square meter for remove chip seal shall include full compensation for furnishing all labor, materials, tools, equipment, and incidentals, and for doing all the work involved in removing the seal and disposing of residue, as shown on the plans, as specified in the Standard Specifications and these special provisions, and as directed by the Engineer.
