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USE WITH 2006 STANDARDS.

Use when minor Hot Mix Asphalt (HMA) is shown on the Architectural plans.

Use when the quantity of HMA is small (500 tons or less) and not placed on the traveled way except for patching, signal work, etc.

Architectural plans must identify HMA covered by this SSP as "Minor HMA."

12-2.__  MINOR HOT MIX ASPHALT

PART 1 - GENERAL

1

This work includes producing and placing minor hot mix asphalt (HMA).

2

Minor HMA must be commercial quality and produced at a central mixing plant.

PART 2 - PRODUCTS

3

Aggregate Gradation:  Comply with the 3/8-inch or 1/2-inch HMA Type A or Type B aggregate gradation in Section 39-1.02E, "Aggregate," of the Standard Specifications.

4

Asphalt Binder:  


Minimum asphalt binder content must be 6.8 percent for 3/8-inch aggregate gradation or 6.0 percent for 1/2-inch aggregate gradation.


Comply with PG 64-10, PG 64-16, or PG 70-10 in Section 92, "Asphalts," of the Standard Specifications.


If requested, the minimum asphalt binder may be reduced when authorized by the Engineer.

Tack Coat:  Comply with Section 39, "Hot Mix Asphalt," of the Standard Specifications.

PART 3 - EXECUTION

SPREADING AND COMPACTING

6.  Use when a self-propelled spreader is NOT required.  Delete Paras 7 through 9.

Spread and compact minor HMA by methods that produce a surface that is:

1.
Textured uniformly and compacted firmly

2.
Without depressions, humps, and irregularities

Paras 7 thru 9, use when a self-propelled spreader IS required.  Delete Para 6.

7

Spread minor HMA with a self-propelled spreader so that it is ready for compacting without further shaping.

8

Compact minor HMA with a vibratory roller providing at least 7,000 pounds centrifugal force.  With the vibrator on, compact at least 3 complete coverages over each layer, overlapping to prevent displacement.  The speed of the vibratory roller in miles per hour must not exceed the vibrations per minute divided by 1,000.  If the HMA layer thickness is less than 0.08 foot, turn the vibrator off.  Complete the first coverage before the mixture's temperature drops below 250 °F.

Minor HMA finished surface must:

1.
Be textured uniformly and compacted firmly

2.
Be without depressions, humps, and irregularities

3.
Comply with the 12-foot straightedge requirements in Section 39-1.12, "Smoothness," of the Standard Specifications
