Scope.‑-This work shall consist of removing portions of the existing roof covering in accordance with the details shown on the plans and these special provisions.

REMOVAL.‑-

8

General.‑-Existing roof covering shall be removed to the top of existing insulation.  Removal of portions of existing roof covering shall be done carefully to minimize damage to portions of the roof covering which are to remain.

Holes, tears, breaks, and abrasions to existing insulation shall be repaired or insulation shall be removed and replaced to match the original condition of the insulation.

10

Surface irregularities resulting from the removal of the existing roof covering shall be filled or trimmed to provide a flat substrate surface for receiving the new roof covering.

11

At locations where integral felt and primer have been scraped from the top of the existing board insulation, the insulation shall be repaired with polyurethane foam and the surface shall be primed and covered with one layer of Type 15 roofing felt before the application of additional roofing materials.  Foam for repairing existing board insulation shall be commercially available, single component, atmospherically moisture cured, semi-rigid polyurethane foam in a spray can container, suitable for repair of urethane foam insulation.

Removal of portions of existing roof covering during any day shall not extend beyond the area to be reroofed that day.  Insulation exposed by removal of existing roof covering shall be covered by new roofing or cutoffs the same day as removal.

13

Portions of insulation shall be removed to full depth at the locations where new wood nailers are to be placed.  Removal of portions of insulation shall be to neat lines.

14

Damage to the roofing insulation or decking caused by the Contractor's operations shall be repaired or replaced at the Contractor's expense.

15.  Use with General Conditions.  Delete Para. 16.

Disposal.‑-Removed materials shall be disposed of away from the premises.  Such disposal shall conform to the laws, rules, and regulations of all agencies having jurisdiction at the disposal site.

16.  Use with Standard Specifications.  Delete Para. 15.
Disposal.‑-Removed materials shall be disposed of outside the highway right of way in accordance with the requirements in Section 7‑1.13, "Disposal of Material Outside the Highway Right of Way," of the Standard Specifications.
