Staging of work.‑-Work that will curtail the use of the waste disposal system shall not be done until the facilities utilizing the system are closed and are no longer required.

Disposal.‑-Sewage facilities to be removed shall be pumped out and the sewage and sediment removed from such facilities shall be disposed of away from the premises.  Disposal shall conform to the laws, rules and regulations of the agency having jurisdiction of the disposal site.

Abandoning piping.‑-Each pipe entering or exiting the sewage disposal system to be removed shall be closed by a tight fitting plug or wall of concrete not less than 150 mm thick. Such concrete shall be commercial quality concrete and shall contain not less than 300 kilograms of cement per cubic meter of concrete.

12.  Paras. 12 and 13:  Use for frames and covers to be salvaged.  Delete Para. 14.

Manhole frames and covers.‑-Manhole frames and covers which are to be salvaged shall remain the property of the State.

Salvaging shall include removal, preparation, match marking, tagging, hauling and stockpiling to a location at the site of the work as designated by the Engineer.

Manhole frames and covers.‑-Manhole frames and covers which are to be removed shall become the property of the Contractor and disposed of away from the premises.  Such disposal shall conform to the laws, rules, and regulations of all agencies having jurisdiction at the disposal site.
