Product data.‑-Manufacturer's descriptive data and installation instructions for prefaced masonry units shall be submitted for approval.

Glazed face shall be a factory applied compound of resin, resin and inert filler, or cement and inert filler, to produce a smooth resinous tile facing.  Glazed face after curing shall conform to the requirements in ASTM Designation:  C 744.

Glazed face shall be the color shown on the plans.

Special shapes (bullnose, cove, etc.) shall be provided as shown on the plans.

INSTALLATION.‑-

Laying masonry units.‑-Prefaced masonry units shall be aligned, faces plumb and level in accordance with acceptable masonry practice.

Mortar joints shall be 6 mm on exposed surfaces which allows for a standard 10 mm joint between unglazed portions of the masonry units.

When shown on the plans, joints to be sealed shall be raked to a depth of 10 mm and the wall shall be pointed, floated, gunned or bagged with an approved fine textured sanitary grout containing hardening and/or waterproofing agents.

Joints shall be tooled slightly concave with glass or other non staining tool, to join rounded block edge.  Factory scores shall be filled and tooled at the same time as the field joints.

27
Cleaning.‑-Excess mortar shall be removed as the work progresses.

Final cleaning of the glazed wall shall be done in accordance with the facing manufacturer's instructions.

The finished work shall be protected from spillage or other damage.
