SUMMARY.‑-

4

Scope.‑-This work shall consist of fabricating, furnishing and installing information display boards in accordance with the details shown on the plans and these special provisions.

Information display boards shall be completely factory assembled, illuminated units with tackboards and weatherstripped removable glazed panels, all in fixed frames.

SUBMITTALS.‑-

Product data.‑-Manufacturer's descriptive data for the component parts shall be submitted for approval.

Shop drawings.‑-Shop drawings of the display boards and manufacturer's descriptive data for the component parts shall be submitted for approval.

Working drawings.‑-Working drawings of the display boards and manufacturer's descriptive data for the component parts shall be submitted for approval.

QUALITY ASSURANCE.‑-

Codes and standards.‑-Fabrication, workmanship and installation shall be in accordance with the standards and specifications established in the latest edition of the "Manual of Millwork," of the Woodwork Institute of California (WIC) and shall conform with the "Custom Grade" requirements of said WIC "Manual of Millwork."

MATERIALS.‑-

Framing.‑-

15


Framing shall be clear all heart redwood with rough sawn exposed surfaces and mitered corners.

16


Rough sawn surfaces shall be produced by resawing, or by grinding rough or dressed lumber across the grain.  Such surfaces shall not be the rough surface on lumber as initially produced at the mill.

17

Fasteners.‑-

18


Fasteners in contact with redwood shall be aluminum, stainless steel or galvanized steel.

19

Glazing.‑-

20


Glazing shall be clear, mar resistant, coated acrylic plastic sheet, 6 mm thick, with preformed neoprene or vinyl seals.

21

Tackboard.‑-

22


Tackboard shall be bulletin board grade, self-sealing, 6 mm thick corkboard glued to the plywood core.  Glue shall be for exterior use and shall be compatible with the materials being adhered.

22

Plywood core.‑-

24


Plywood core shall be exterior grade plywood as recommended by the display board manufacturer.

25

Weatherstripping.‑-

26


Weatherstripping shall be continuous expanded neoprene rod type with continuous nailing tab.

27

Lighting fixture and miscellaneous hardware.‑-

28


Lighting fixture and miscellaneous hardware shall be as shown on the plans.  Louver shall be the egg crate type with plastic lens.

29

FABRICATION.‑-

30

Shop assembly.‑-Nails shall be countersunk and the holes filled.  Moldings shall be mitered and all joints shall be fitted tight and true.

31

Shop finishing.‑-Wood surfaces shall be coated with stain, unless indicated otherwise on the plans.

32.  Use with General Conditions.  Delete Para. 33.

The final finish shall be in accordance with the requirements specified under "Painting" in Division 9, "Finishes," of these special provisions.

33.  Use with Standard Specifications.  Delete Para. 32.

The final finish shall be in accordance with the requirements specified under "Painting" in Section 12‑9, "Finishes," of these special provisions.

Installation.‑-Information display boards shall be installed as shown on the plans.
